Main Screen

When you start up LockControl, one of two things will happen:

1. The main screen will come up with buttons, title, time box, and unlock box.

2. The user login screen will come up with a grey box with user name and password.

To get to the main screen from the user login screen, type in a username and password, or “ROOT” for the username and the admin password for the password, and click Log In.

On the main screen, there are admin-defined buttons, a title, a time box, and the unlock box.  To run a program, you can do one of three things:

· Click the button.

· Press Tab until the button is highlighted, and press Enter or Space Bar.

· Press Alt and the underlined letter of the button.

To get back into LockControl, you must close the program you opened first.  To view the current time, look at the time box in the lower left-hand corner of your screen.  To view the current date, move the mouse over the time box for a period of time, and the date will appear.

Admin Mode
In Admin Mode, a number of settings can be changed.  To access Admin Mode, do one of four things:

· Click the unlock box in the lower right-hand corner of your screen.

· Press the unlock key combination (default: Ctrl+A).

· Click the Admin button on the desktop (if button is present).

· Press Alt and the underlined letter of the Admin button (if button is present).

If you log in correctly, the computer will be unlocked, and you will get the Admin Screen.  The Admin Screen has nine options:

· Change Password

· Add Button

· Edit Button Layout

· Edit Settings

· View Log

· Create Auto-Load

· About/Tech Support

· Exit LockControl

· Return to Lock Mode

Change Password
In LockControl, there are two admin passwords: the definable admin password and the locked admin password (or root; only known to one person).  To change the definable admin password, type in the current password in the first box, and the new password in both of the other boxes, and click Change Password.

Add Button
To add a button, type in the name of the new button.  To change the other properties of the new button, you have to click the Edit Button Layout button.

Edit Button Layout
After you acknowledge the instructions of the use of the layout screen, you will be brought to the layout screen, which is similar to the main screen.  However, you can drag and drop the buttons where you like, and you can edit them.  To edit a button, right-click it.  You can change the name, what it does (see Special Paths), and its size.  To exit the layout screen, you can either right-click anywhere on the layout screen or click the Exit Layout button on the Button Info screen.

Special Paths
There are six special paths that can be used to access special features of LockControl through buttons that users can click.  These are:

· &admin – Enters Admin mode

· &restart – Restarts the computer

· &shutdown – Shuts the computer down

· &msdos – Enters MS-DOS mode

· &logout – Logs off the current user (if users are enabled)

· &explore – Starts Floppy Explorer (see Floppy Explorer)

Floppy Explorer
Floppy Explorer is a built-in utility similar to Windows Explorer. The only two differences are that Floppy Explorer only allows viewing files on the floppy (A:) drive, and that its capability are very limited and can be controlled by the administrator.  In the Settings page, the administrators can limit its capabilities.

Edit Settings
There are six different settings tabs that contain different types of settings.  They are:

· General

· Background

· Fonts and Title

· Screen Saver

· Users

· Floppy Explorer

General
Admin Shortcut – Change the unlock key combination used in the Main Screen

Record Log – Tells the program whether or not to record an activity log

Background
Background Type – Change the type of background on the main screen

   Gradient – Fades from one color to another (Must be higher than 256 colors)

   Picture – Places a specified picture on the background

   Solid Color – Places one color on the background

Picture Options – Browse for the picture and tell whether to stretch to fit the screen or not

Gradient/Solid Background Options – Define the colors to use for gradient or solid color

Fonts and Title
Sample Button – This is a sample of the buttons on the main screen.  Click to change the font.

Main Title – Change the title text, click the button to change the font, and change the color of the title.

Screen Saver
List – Pick a screen saver from the list ((None) disables screen savers, and Blank Screen is a built-in screen saver)

Configure – If available, edits the settings of the selected screen saver

Preview – Starts the screen saver immediately

Delay – Change the delay in minutes until the screen saver kicks in

Users
Enable User Login – Tells the computer whether or not to require a user login

Current User List – The User Name and User Password boxes change as the scroll bar is moved.  You can edit the values by typing directly into the boxes

Add User – Requests a user name and password to add to the list

Delete User – Deletes the currently shown user

Floppy Explorer
Checkboxes – These enable and disable functions of the Floppy Explorer in order to control what users can and can’t do

View Log
If enabled, LockControl will log everything that happens on the computer and when it happens.  There are 25 events that can be logged.  Here is a list of those events, and the numbers that go with them:

0 -  Reset Log

1 -  Accessed

2 -  Attempted Shutdown

3 -  Completed Shutdown

4 -  Attempted Restart

5 -  Completed Restart

6 -  Attempted Admin Login

7 -  Failed Admin Login

8 -  Completed Admin Login - Admin

9 -  Run Program

10 -  Admin Password Change - Admin

11 -  Admin Password Change - Root

12 -  Settings Changed

13 -  Added Button

14 -  Edited Button

15 -  Viewed Log

16 -  Completed Admin Login - Root

17 -  Entered MS-DOS Mode

18 -  Started Screen Saver

19 -  Exited Screen Saver

20 -  Completed User Login

21 -  Failed User Login

22 -  Logged Out

23 -  Auto-Load File Installed

24 -  Auto-Load File Created

25 -  Floppy Explorer Opened

To clear the log, click the Clear button.

Create Auto-Load
An auto-load disk is one that contains LockControl settings that can be transferred from computer to computer easily.  To control what settings are placed on the disk, click the checkboxes.  DiskProtect is a program that can be placed on the disk that will intercept a “Invalid Boot Disk” message if the disk is left in the computer when it is booted.  To install an auto-load disk on another computer, insert the disk during the Windows 95 splash screen, or during admin mode.  When the Main Screen starts up, LockControl will automatically detect the disk and ask if you want to install it.

About/Tech Support
This shows the credits for LockControl, and how to get tech support.

Exit Lock Control
This is one of the two ways to completely exit out of LockControl, the other one being to right-click the system tray icon (bottom-right corner) and click Exit LockControl.  If the Admin Screen is closed by clicking the X button on the top-right of the window, then LockControl will remain in hiding until it is restored by clicking the system tray icon.

Return to Lock Mode
This returns you to the Main Screen or the User Login Screen, depending on the settings.
